Deaf Awareness Week aims to bring awareness to the isolation that deaf 
people can experience, whilst promoting social inclusion of those with 

hearing loss.  

Deaf Awareness Week is organised by the UK Council on Deafness and the 
theme this year is ‘Celebrating Love and Trust’. 12 million adults in the UK 

are affected by hearing loss with 8 million of these aged 60 or over.                      
About 7 million of these would benefit from hearing aids but only 2 million 

use them!
